IMPORTANT INFORMATION-PLEASE READ CAREFULLY

This information is provided to assist you in planning and attending the St. Cloud Craft Festival, December 3rd and 4th.  While we do appreciate your participation in our show, we must stress these guidelines to ensure a safe event for everyone.   Thank you for your cooperation, we hope that you will help us to ensure a safe, successful, happy and fun-filled show as always.  
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SIGN-IN
The sign-in table will be setup at the corner of 12th Street and New York Avenue starting at 6AM, Saturday morning.  Your space number will be given to you at that time.
UNLOADING
You may drive through the street before 8AM, however please limit
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unloading to fifteen (15) minutes and then move to a parking area to allow others the same courtesy.  Vehicles must be removed from the street before 9AM to allow for safe passage of pedestrians.  You must be completely setup by 10:00am on both days of the show.  

Each space is allowed 10’ X 10’ to setup as you please.  We recommend use of standard tents however it’s not required.   You are responsible for your own setup, teardown and cleanup after the show.   Please see our website at www.stcloudcraftfestival.com for information regarding rental equipment available.
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New York Avenue, from 9th Street to 12th Street, will be closed to through-traffic Saturday from 6am to 7pm.  You may enter during loading/unloading via the 12th Street/New York entrance; all other intersections will be blocked.  Vendor’s vehicles may not return to the show/display area each day until the later of either 6pm or all patrons have left the show area.   
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PARKING
Information pertaining to parking will be available at sign-in. Overnight parking is discouraged in the public streets. Parking is available in the city parking lot on New York Ave, near the left side of the City Hall (north New York Ave at dead end).    
[image: image5.wmf]Note:  A parade runs through the downtown area Saturday morning along the perimeter of the art show (12th Street, Massachusetts and Pennsylvania Ave, crossing 11th, 10 and 9th Streets).  Any vehicles parked in the streets at this time may be towed by the city.     
SIDEWALKS
allow for fire/rescue services or emergency evacuation if necessary.   In addition, for the safety of pedestrians, please avoid stacking boxes or inventory in the sidewalk areas.  All ramps to the street must be open and un-obstructed.  
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St. Cloud is normally a safe community with low crime and a general  attitude of good will.  Although, like any other area, theft may occur if the opportunity exists.   The area of the art show will be patrolled overnight from 6pm to 6am by city Police.  However, you are responsible for your own security during the show.  Protect your cash box and valuables as you normally would during any public festival.

or Information Tent.  Please bring any items that you find to this central location so that its owners may find it easily.    
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Portable toilets will be located near 11th and New York Avenue behind the food area.   
CLEAN-UP &
Please help us maintain a clean and safe show by utilizing the trash 
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receptacles located throughout the show area. A trash bag will also be provided in your show packet (available at check-in) for your convenience.  Please dispose of any trash bags next to the dumpsters located behind most buildings.  Your display, tent or merchandise must be completely removed by 9pm Sunday evening to allow for city clean-up crews to clean the streets.
